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Deck Specifications

Any modifications to the exterior of any unit must be approved by the Board of Trustees prior to any commencement of work.  Simple deck repairs can commence without Board approval.  Any deck expansions or rebuilds are allowed provided the Association’s guidelines are followed and prior approval is received.

The guidelines include material, size, color, and construction requirements.  The decks can be extended laterally (parallel to the house) to the end of the unit on either side.  They cannot be extended out/further from the house.

Similar appearing wood/man made materials (decking, posts, etc.) must be used.  Decks must be stained to match the original/existing neighbor’s decks.  
Wooden railings and stiles can be used instead of the original aluminum railings provided they are built following current local building codes.

The stairs for the upper level decks must be constructed with the stringers parallel to the back wall (perpendicular to the joists).  If stairs were not installed when originally constructed, they may not be added.

Of course, decks must be constructed according to local building codes and permits must be applied for and approved by the Township of Parsippany.  The selected contractor must provide Management proof of current liability insurance endorsing Powder Mill Village Association as an additional insured on the construction project.
